Medical team ministers holistically to city dwellers

Three years ago, the city
of Milwaukee donated a
13-acre hospital complex
to the Wisconsin/Northern
Michigan District of the

help city residents physically,
emotionally, mentally and
spiritually.

Included in this ministry
is a health coalition, which

complex on the near west
side, now known as City
on a Hill, a number of min-
istries are being created to

helps between 50 and 100
people on Saturday after-
noons. Registered nurse
Dana Bonelli, a volunteer
from Brook eld A/G, coor-

dinates a group of 80 vol-
unteers to run the program.
They perform basic health
services such as checking
cholesterol, blood sugar and
blood pressure, and alert
patients to potential health
conditions such as asthma or
depression. Dental and vision
screenings as well as  u shots
are provided. A pregnancy
center offers free screenings
and baby clothes for those
who need them. Expectant
mothers can receive prayer,
counseling and referrals to
an obstetrician.

City on a Hill also
reaches into the neighbor-
hood in other ways, such
as sharing the gospel with
children through drama
and games. Volunteers
from A/G churches across
the district send teams to
participate in an Adopt-a-
Block program. This min-
istry helps those who need
assistance, focusing on

one city block at a time.

A food pantry provides
groceries for the hungry, and
hot lunches are prepared for
those who attend the screen-
ings. Hygiene Kits with soap,
shampoo, toothpaste, tooth-
brushes, combs and other
items are available for those
who need them.

When we see people in
our central city who are
bound by poverty, disease
and sin, we long to see their
lives transformed by the
gospel, says Diane De La
Santos, executive director of
City on a Hill.

Also located at City on a
Hill is a two-year Christian
college, City College Mil-
waukee, with programs in
urban ministry, music and
sound technology. The col-
lege started in 2002 as an
outgrowth of the Urban Bible
Training Center established
in 1995 at Parklawn A/G.
